Abstract  Although the Jurassic is a major coal-making period worldwide  no coal measures appear in

Yunnan and central and southern Sichuan. Instead there occur a unique "red rock series". In such an en-
vironment various types of dinosaurs such as Sauropoda lived and flourished which are quite different from
dinosaur faunas found in northern and eastern China. Mamenchisaurus is mainly found in Sichuan and re-
cently Mamenchisaurus yunnanensis sp. nov. has been found for the first time in the Jurassic "red beds" in
Yunnan. This discovery strongly supports the view that Upper Jurassic strata are present in the Lufeng

basin  Yunnan. The new fossil occurs in the Laochangqing—Dajianfeng section in the Chuanjie basin

Lufeng. In the lower part of the section there occur the Middle Jurassic Chuanjiesaurus and Early Jurassic
Lufengosauru. The most important significance of this new discovery is that three succeeding dinosaur fau-
nas that represent the Early Middle and Late Jurassic ages respectively are found in one section which is
also rarely seen around the world.
